e Challenger Round: Teams with a Bell Curve score of 89.99 or lower
* Championship Round: Teams with a Bell Curve score of 90 or higher

* World Finals: The top ten teams from each division that participated in
the Championship Round will compete in the World Finals.

Schools must ensure that all participants and accompanying adults have a
valid passport before participating in World of Dance Montreal.

At the end of the World of Dance Montreal competition, participants will
receive an invitation to the World of Dance Summit. A representative will
be available to assist schools with travel arrangements but will not be
responsible for travel or related expenses.
